This is a commercial product whose exact ratio of components may vary slightly. Minor quantities of other non 
hazardous ingredients are also possible.

Fire and Explosion Hazards: May cause or intensify fire: oxidiser. Contains gas under pressure: may explode if 
heated. The major hazard in fires is usually inhalation of heated and toxic or oxygen deficient (or both), fire gases. 
Because this product is oxygen, it may alleviate somewhat the risk of oxygen-deficient gases in fires. There is a 
moderate risk of an explosion from this product if commercial quantities are involved in a fire. Firefighters should take 
care and appropriate precautions. May cause or intensify fire: oxidizer.  
Fire decomposition products from this product may be toxic if inhaled. Take appropriate protective measures.
